Gamma giobulin prepared from human placenta was administered intraperitoncally in
large dose to mice infected by Japanese B encephalitis virus, It was found that gamma
globulin was effective in protecting the mice against the infection, when it was given 24 hours
after infection, but when the administration was delayed until 48 hours after infection no effect
was observed,
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
