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IN-VITRO FUNGISTATIC ACTIVITY OF TOBACCO
EXTRACTS FOR PATHOGENIC DERMATOPHYTES
A PRELIMINARY REPORT

A study was made with aqueous extracts of tobacco leaves for their fungistatic activity
on pathogenic dermatophytes. When the extracts were incoperated in Sabouraud Medium,
it was found that extract prepared from tobacco leaves that have been stored for five
years. showed a somewhat greater activity than that prepared from freshly processed leaves.
Heating at 15 1b for 15 minutes decreased somewhat this fungistatic activity, These
results may account for the successful ampirical use of tobacco use for the treatment of

ringwarm infecion of the scalp.
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
